Through a blend of traditional knowledge 
and modern exploration, students embark on a journey to 
quench their curiosity about the marvels of Indian heritage. 

4 Mystery of Science The Mystery of Science Initiative at RIAH is dedicated to 
unraveling the magic of science for students. Through a 
combination of reasoning and hands-on experiments, we 
quench their curiosity and foster a deep understanding of 
the world around them. 

5 Eco and Gardening This programme provides students with hands-on learning 
experiences that can help them better understand concepts 
such as plant growth, soil health, and ecosystem dynamics.
